DECISION
of the National Assembly of the Republic of Armenia

OM THE ANNOUNCEMENT OF THE AMNESTY PEDICATED TO THE 7™ ANNIVERSARY OF
THE PROCLAMATION OF THF. INDEPENDENCE
OF TUE REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA

Following the discussion of the proposal submitted by the President of the
Republic of Armenia in connection with the 7 anniversary of the proclamation of the
independence of the Republic of Armenia, guided by the principle of humanity and (in
accordance with) Point | of Para | of Article 81 of the Constitution of the Republic of
Armenia. the National Assembly of the Republic of Armenia devides: :

1. To discharge from the serving sentence:
a) the persons, who
- were convicted to deprivation of liberty for up to three years;
. were convicted to serve the sentences not comnected with deprivation of
liberty: .
. were convicted to the conditional deprivation of liberty with the compulsory
i labor enrollment or were conditionally discharged from the places of
deprivation of liberty with the compulsory labor enrollment;
: b) the persons convicted Lo deprivation of liberty for up to five years, who:
l - have participated in the World War I1, military actions directed at the defense
| of the Republic of Armenia, in the order established by the legislation of the
Republic of Armenia obtained equal to them status, have the status of
incarcerated (forcefully convicted) and have not been convicted to the
sentence in the form of deprivation of liberty in the past for committing
intentional crime;
- are disabled of the first or second group;
- are women, or men of age 60 and over;
i - committed crime before tuming 18 years old and have not served a sentence
in places of deprivation of liberty in the past;
, - were convicted for committing negligent ¢rime, excluding those, who were
convicted under the Part 3 of Article 173 and those, who were convicted under
| Article 260 of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Armenia, whose acis
caused the death of several people;
are spouse, child, parent, or sibling of the persons killed in the military actions
directed at the defense of the Republic of Armenia as well as persons, who
obtained equal to them status through the procedure stipulated by the
legislation of the Republic of Armenia.
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5 To cancel the cases under the proceedings of the bodies of preliminary investigation, '
invastigation as well as the ¢ases brought in court, but with no court proceedings
started. against the persons, wha committed crimes, for which statute establishes
deprivation of liberty for up to three years ot sentence not connected with deprivation
of liberty, as well as the cases against the persons, mentioned in sub-point “b” of the
point | of this decision, who committed erimes. for which the statute establishes
deprivation of liberty for up to five years. :

3. To abate by half the part of the sentence not served:

a) towards the military servants of the ordinary military drafting, who were
convicted to deprivation of liberty for up to five years and has not served
sentence in places of deprivation of liberty in the past;

by towards the persons convicted 0 deprivation of liberty for more than § years,
who:

. have participated in the World War [1, military actions directed at the defense
of the Republic of Atmenia, in the order established by the legislation of the
Republic of Amenia obtained equal to them status, have the status of
incarcerated (forcefully convicted) and have not been convicled to the
scntence in the form of deprivation of liberty in the past for committing
intentional crime;

. are disabled of the first or second group;

- are women, or men of age 80 and over,; :

. committed crime before turming 18 years old and have not served the senience
in places of deprivation of liberty in the past;

- were convicted for committing negligent crime (deed), excluding those, who
were convicted under the Part 3 of Article 173 and those, who were convicted
under the Article 260 of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Armenia,
whose deed resulted (caused) the death of several poople;

. arc spouse, child, parent, or sibling of the persons killed in the military actions
directed at the defense of the Republic of Armenia as well as persons, who
obtzined equal to them status in order established by the legislation of the
Republic of Armenia.

¢) towards the persons convicted 1o deprivation of liberty who have served half
of the term of the senteénce they have been convicted to.

4, To abate part of the sentence not served:

a) by one third —~ towards the persons convicted to deprivation of liberty, who
have served one third part of the term of the sentence:

b) by one fourth — towards the persons convicted to deprivation of liberty, who
are not covered by the points 1. 3 and sub-peint “a” of the point 4 of this
decision.

5. Amnesty shall not be executed towards:

a) the persons, who committed crimes stated in Article 49" of the Criminal Code
of the Republic of Armenia and persons stated in the same Article, as well as
the persons who committed erimes or were convictad for the commitment of
the crimes defined by the second part of Article 73", Article 82. the third and
fourth part of Article 86, the first part of Article 88, the third and fourth part of
Article 89. the third and fourth part of Article 90, the sccond and third part of
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Article 94, the first, second and third part of Article 112, A‘rtié}es 112!, 115,
the second part of Article 116, Articles 1197, 133, 1334, 1337, 134, 134, 185,
185'. 190, the second part of Article 203, the thied part of Article 2297, the
first and second part of Article 232", the point “b" of Atticle 248, Article 257,
points “c” and *d” of Article 259", points “b" and “¢c” of Article 268 of the
Critninal Code of the Republic of Armenia, excluding those convicts, who
were conditionally discharged from the places of deprivation of liberty with
the compulsory labor enroliment prior to January 13, 1997;

b) the persons, whose sentence was abated or who were discharged from serving
the sentence by decrees of the President of Armenia on pardon, or by the laws
of the Republic of Armenia “On amnesty dedicated to the adoption of
declaration of independence of the Republic of Armenia from November 27,
1990, ~On amnesty dedicaled lo the anmiversary of the adoption of
declaration of indepondence of the Republic of Armenia” from October 3.
1992, by the decisions of the National Asgembly of the Republic of Armenia
«On announcement of the amnesty comnected with the adoption of the
Constitnrion of the Republic of Armenia” from September 26, 1995, “On
et i w0ty fenmn A pril T0. 1997 and nnee again cnmmittid
an intentional crime;

¢) the persons, who were in large prior to the date of the enforcement of this
decision; ’ ’

d) the persons, who evaded the regular military call-up {or the military service,
left the military unit or place of military service without permission and the
absence prolonged for more than one month {Article 57 and point ¢ of
Atticle 254 of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Armenia) and within twa
months after the publication of this decision have not turned themselves in to
the law-enforcement bodies of the Republic of Armenia;

¢) the persons, who were serving sentence in the prison by the decision of the
court for the intentional violation of the regime in places of deprivation of

i liberty;

f) the persons who committed several crimes, if even one of these crimes is not
subject to the amnesty under this decision; _

! g) the persons, who were convicted by the courts of other states.

6. This decision does not discharge from the additional sentences set by the courts’
verdicts. excluding intemal exile, deportation, as well as confiscation of the property,

; £ the confiscation has not been executed from the moment of the publication of this

l decision;

7. Amnesty is exccuted after the completion of the relevant course of the medical

| treatment towards the persons, who undergo medical treatment from chronic

} alcoholism. narcotics and venereal diseases in the compulsory order in places of

l

deprivation of liberty.
Execution of the amnesty is postponed until’ the completion of the court
proceedings towards the persons suffering from chronic alcoholism, narcotics
| and venereal diseases, if the cases coneeming them have not been examined in
the court.
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The decision is executed on the bacis of the articles which are currently in force for
those persons serving sentence in places of deprivation of liberty, who were convicted
tor the commitment of the crimes provivssly defined by the nrtclos of the Criminal
Code of the Republic Armenia but which were repealed by the laws of the Republic
of Armenia prior 10 the publication of this decision and who are liable for the same
deeds in accordance with the newly defined articles of the Criminal Code of the
Republic of Armenia.

This decision shall be executed by:

a) <courts .

. towards the persons, whose cases or materials are in the cous, but they
haven't been examined until the enforcement of this decision or, for those
persons whose court cases have been examined, but the verdicts have not
entered into legal effect;

- towards persons who are conditionally convicted or the persous. concerning
whom the execution of the verdict have been suspended. as well as persons
who have been released from prison on parole;

- \owards the persons who have been convicted with verdicts that do not
envisage deprivation of liberty, excluding persons who have been sentenced to
corrective labor;

b) court of appeal of the Republic of Armenia:

- towards persons who scrve the penalty outsidc the boarders of the Republic of
Armenia;

c) bodies that are conducting investigation and preliminary investigation:

. towards the persons whose cases and materials are investigated by the above
mentioned bodies; :

d) chiefs of corractive labor institutions:

_ towards those convicts who serve sentences in places of deprivation of liberty:

e) chiefs of internal affairs’ regional bodies of the Ministry of Internal Affairs
and Wational Securty: ‘

. towards those persons who have been convicted 1o corrective labor;

. towards those persons who bhave been conditionally sentenced to
imprisonment with compulsory labor involvement or, who have been released
from places of deprivation of liberty on parole with compulsory labor
involvement;

f) commanders of disciplinary battalions:

. towards those persons who serve their sentences at the disciplinary battalions;

Decision on executing amnesty made by investigation and preliminary

investigation conducting bodies, chicfs of corrective labor institutions, chiefs of

internal affairs' regional bodies of the Ministry of Internal Affairs and National

Security and commanders of disciplinary battalions shall be approved by the

Prosecutor.

In cases when the court executes the decision on amnesty, the participation of
the Prosccutor is mandatory.

This Decision is applied towards thosc persons who have commitigd crimes

before and including September 14", 1999.
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Points 1.2 and 3 apply towards thosc persons who have been recognized disabled

of the first or second group before and including the last day before this decision

was adopted or towards the persous, who reach their 60 years before and

including the date when the exceution of this decision has expired.

13, Lixecution of the ampesty does not abolish the criminal record.

14.  The decision enters into force on the date of its promulgation and is subject to the
exacution before December 14, 1999. v
