In 29 March 2009 correspondence, the Consul of the
Embassy of the Republic of Azerbaijan in Ottawa stated
that people who left Azerbaijan (Soviet Republic) and
have not returned and registered as citizens [of
independent Azerbaijan], are not considered citizens of
Azerbaijan (Azerbaijan 29 Mar. 2009).

One Baku resident told IWPR that as an Armenian, she
had found it hard to get official institutions to issue her
with various kinds of documents.

“"We don’t issue Armenians with papers, they told me in
many places, or else they would issue them for a bribe
- a bigger one than usual,” said Anjela Muradian, who
now goes by the more Azerbaijani-sounding name of
Jale Muradova.

According to Part I of Article 53 of the Constitution of
the Azerbaijan Republic, a citizen of the Azerbaijan
Republic may never be deprived of citizenship of the
Azerbaijan Republic. [s.1]

I artikel 16, medborgarskapslagen finns skalen for
upphavande av medborgarskapet:

The citizenship of the Azerbaijan Republic shall be

terminated in the following cases:

1) as a result of secession from citizenship of the
Azerbaijan Republic;

2) as a result of loss of the citizenship of the Azerbaijan
Republic;

3) if there are grounds foreseen under international
treaties of the Azerbaijan Republic;



4) if there are other grounds foreseen under this Law.

A person, who applies for secession from the citizenship
of the Azerbaijan Republic, shall pay official fee in a
manner and amount provided by the legislation of the
Azerbaijan Republic. [s.5]
