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1. Temaprofil om pigeomskaering i Somalia

Denne temaprofil fra Dansk Flygtningehjeelp handler om risikoen for pigeomskaering i Somalia.
Grundet det seerlige emne er profilen baseret pa kilder fra forskellige fagdiscipliner. Foruden
factfinding-rapporter, demografisk statistisk og guidelines fra nationale udlsendingemyndigheder,
menneskerettighedsorganisationer og FN, er profilen sdledes ogsa baseret pa videnskabelige artikler i
medicinske tidsskrifter om udbredelse og konsekvenserne af pigeomskaering i Somalia og
flygtningelejrene i neeromraderne. Endelig inddrager profilen videnskabelige artikler fra antropologiske
tidsskrifter i forhold til at belyse traditionen for pigeomskaering og de kulturelle, sociale og gkonomiske

omsteendigheder, der bidrager til traditionens opretholdelse og udbredelse.

WHO definerer FGM som “all procedures that involve partial or total removal of the external female

genitalia, or other injury to the female genital organs for non-medical reasons”.

Ifglge WHO kan indgrebet ved udfgrelsen have en raekke alvorlige konsekvenser, herunder ekstrem
smerte, chok, massive bladninger og sarinfektion, ligesom indgrebet pa lang sigt kan medfgre alvorlige

gener, bl.a. kroniske underlivssygdomme og -smerter, alvorlige fadselskomplikationer samt psykiske
lidelser.®

FGM betragtes som en menneskerettighedskraenkelse af en raekke organisationer og domstole,
herunder Den Europeeiske Menneskerettighedsdomstol* og UNHCR: ” FGM is recognized internati-
onally as a violation of the human rights of women and girls. The practice also violates a person’s
rights to health, security and physical integrity; the right to be free from torture and cruel, inhuman or
degrading treatment; and the right to life when the procedure results in death. The practice of FGM is

also considered as a criminal act in all EU Member States.”

3. Traditionen for pigeomskeering i Somalia

Forskellige kilder betoner forskellige arsager og motiverende faktorer i forhold til traditionen for
pigeomskeering i Somalia: Traditionelle kgnsopfattelser og -roller, lokale fortolkninger af islam,
traditioner for indgaelse af aegteskab og betaling af medgift, kulturelle opfattelser af kropsaestetik samt
aeresrelaterede opfattelser af kan, segteskab og seksualitet, isaer vigtigheden af at kvinden er jomfru
ved indgéelse af segteskab.®

Traditionen betragtes som steerkt forankret i det somaliske samfund og fastholdes gennem en raekke
sociale, kulturelle og gkonomiske faktorer, hvor isger familiernes bekymring for at give deres dgtre
mulighed for at indga segteskab og stifte familie samt aeresrelaterede og religigse betragtninger om

ken og seksualitet spiller en vaesentlig rolle. ’

Piger udsaettes typisk for FGM, nar de er 4-10 ar gamle. Indgrebet kan udfares af lokale kvinder, typisk
foranlediget af kvindelige familiemedlemmer og udfart af en lokal omskaereske, en guddaay. Indgrebet

kan ligeledes udfgres af medicinsk personale, der udfarer omskaering som en bibeskzeftigelse.®

4. Udbredelse i Somalia

Pigeomskaering betragtes som universelt udbredt i Somalia, og 90-98% af alle piger over 15 ar er
omskaret. Det preecise estimat varierer afhaengig af arstal og undersggelse: WHO (2006): 97,9 %,
UNICEF (2004) 96%, UNFPA (2006) 98%, mens UK Home Office konkluderer i 2014, at ” the

incidence of FGM in Somalia is universally agreed to be over 90%.”

Starstedelen, cirka 80%, af de omskarne piger og kvinder har veeret udsat for den mest alvorlige
omskaering, type lll. Type | praktiseres fortrinsvis i omraderne langs kysten blandt Benadir-
befolkningen.*

Ifglge Verdensbanken og UNFPA er der i Somalia, i modseetning til de fleste andre lande, ikke
neevneveerdig forskel pa traditionens udbredelse i henholdsvis by- og landomrader og blandt u- og
veluddannede familier. Som det fremgar af nedenstaende figur er udbredelsen i alle grupper saledes

over 95%, og FGM praktiseres séledes universelt p& tveers af sociale og geografiske forskelle.**

any degree of certainty how extensively patterns might have changed™?

US Department of State beskriver ligeledes mulige forandringsprocesser, hvis indflydelse dog er
ukendt: “As many as 98 percent of women and girls had undergone FGM/C, and the majority were
subjected to infibulation, the most severe form of FGM/C. International and local NGOs ran education
awareness programs on the dangers of FGM/C, but there were no reliable statistics to measure the

success of these programs”. **

5. Socialt pres og omskaring mod foreeldrenes vilje

traditionens udbredelse gennem generationer.* Isaer hensynet til datterens mulighed for at kunne stifte

familie kan veje tungt ifglge en raekke kilder:

“Opportunity for marriage is often mentioned as one of the main reasons for maintaining the practice of
FGM. Many women still belief that the chance of uncircumcised women to be married is very low and
they are directly or indirectly forced to circumcise their daughters or support the practice. In a
traditional society like Ethiopia or Somalia, marital decisions are mainly made by men or by the parent
of the girl. In such society, men prefer marriage to circumcised women and mothers worry about their
daughters thinking that an uncircumcised girl would not be married and becoming less attractive to

men in terms of intactness.™®

“A girl who has not undergone it will result in less bridewealth for her father and brothers™°

"Thus families considering abandoning circumcision often find the risks too high: jeopardizing their

daughters future wellbeing and economic security™’

Foruden socialt pres og steerke forventninger om, at piger, der skal indga segteskab er omskarne,
opretholdes traditionen for pigeomskeering ligeledes gennem kulturelle og traditionelle opfattelser af
renhed og skam.

“The circumcision of both girls and boys is equally perceived as a normal aspect of being a Somali,
and the age range of circumcision is similar among both Somali boys and girls (<10 years). It is the
mother’s duty to make arrangements for the circumcision of daughters, whereas the father is expected
to organize the circumcision of their sons. The rationale behind this is that young girls may not be
eligible for marriage if left uncircumcised. ..... A failure to circumcise daughters may result in a long-
lasting stigma and shame on the girl and her mother. The word “buuryo qab” (uncircumcised), which is
the worst kind of insult a Somalian can hurl at another Somali, is frequently said to the daughter by her
age-mates, with this applying to boys as well. Regardless of gender, being uncircumcised therefore

remains outside of the accepted Somali cultural standards™®

Modstand mod pigeomskaering kan opfattes negativt som “vestligt” inspireret og betragtes som

udfordrende somalisk kultur og islamisk praksis.

”.... First, people are suspicious about the social change itself, which they think is a foreign-driven
agenda that is offensive to their religion and culture. Secondly, the practice of FC remains as a strong
social convention that traps everyone in the society, and no one can escape the trap alone; if so, that
person will pay a steep price.|[...]

Hence, it is important to note that FC is a strongly believed in tradition, and that whoever dares to

oppose it in Somalia does so against the tide of public sentiment™®

traditioner for indgaelse af scegteskab, opretholder udfarelsen af FGM til trods for de enkelte familiers

eventuelle modstand eller ambivalens.

Flere studier papeger risikoen for, at familiemedlemmer vil omskaere piger, hvis foraeldre har modsat
sig indgrebet, imod foreeldrenes vilje og viden. Iseer hvis familien har veeret i Vesten og vender tilbage

kan familiemedlemmer gnske at sikre at indgrebet finder sted.

“Parents who choose to refuse FGM for their daughters may come under considerable pressure from
family members to conform. There is a very real fear that despite their objections, elders in the

extended family will override their wishes and subject their daughters to FGM.”*

"All participants described feeling a social pressure to perform FGM on their own daughters after their
immigration to Sweden. Despite an inner conviction that they would not submit their daughters to the
procedure, they feared being convinced during family visits to the home country for vacation. The fear

also included the risk that their daughters might be submitted to FGM even without their consent”. **

6. UNHCR guidelines og andre internationale anbefalinger

UNHCR Guidelines

Ifglge UNHCR Guidance Note on Refugee Claims relating to Female Genital Mutilation (2009) udgar
pigeomskeering forfglgelse: “UNHCR considers FGM to be a form of gender-based violence that inflicts

severe harm, both mental and physical, and amounts to persecution”*

UNHCR understreger, at “FGM is mostly perpetrated by private individuals. This, however does not
preclude the establishment of a well-founded fear of persecution if the authorities concerned are
unable or unwilling to protect girls and women from the practice.”*®

Dette generelle perspektiv kan sammenholdes med UNHCR’s seneste guidelines vedrgrende
sikkerhedssituationen i det sydlige og centrale Somalia, hvoraf det fremgar at myndighedernes
magtkontrol i en reekke omrader er udfordret eller overtaget af Al Shabaab, og at selv i omrader, hvor

myndighederne har kontrol, har forbedringer i forhold til kensrelateret forfalgelse vaeret minimale.*

Pigeomskaering kan ifglge UNHCR opfattes som forfglgelse af en seerlig social gruppe i

Flygtningekonventionens forstand:

"It is by now widely recognized by States that the fear of a girl or woman of being subjected to FGM
may be for reasons of membership of a particular social group, but also of political opinion and of
religion. FGM is inflicted on girls and women because they are female, to assert power over them and
to control their sexuality. The practice often forms part of a wider pattern of discrimination against girls

and women in a given society.”

| forhold til hvordan og hvorvidt denne type asylmotiver falder ind under Flygtningekonventionen,
bemeerker UNHCR videre:

“UNHCR defines a particular social group as “a group of persons who share a common characteristic
other than their risk of being persecuted, or who are perceived as a group by society. The
characteristic will often be one which is innate, unchangeable, or which is otherwise fundamental to
identity, conscience or the exercise of one’s human rights”. Applicants in FGM-related claims will
frequently meet either of these tests. Their gender and age are both innate and cannot be changed at
a given moment in time. Moreover, their plea not to undergo physical alteration can be considered so

integral to their human dignity that it becomes fundamental to the exercise of their human rights.” ?°

UNHCR understreger i den forbindelse, at “(a)s with other Convention grounds, the size of a social
group is irrelevant. Even if the group is large - the entire female population within a certain age range —

its size cannot justify refusing to extend international protection, where it is otherwise appropriate.”?

Ifglge UNHCR vil en pige i risiko for omskaering kunne udggre den principale ansgger, uanset at hun
er ledsaget af sine foreeldre:

“Where a family seeks asylum based on a fear that a female child of the family will be subjected to
FGM, the child will normally be the principal applicant, even when accompanied by her parents. In
such cases, just as a child can derive refugee status from the recognition of a parent as a refugee, a
parent can, mutatis mutandis, be granted derivative status based on his or her child’s refugee status.

Even when very young, the child may still be considered the principal applicant ™’

"Even when the parents have been in the country of asylum for some time, a well-founded fear on
behalf of the child or because of the parent’s own opposition to FGM can arise upon the birth of a
daughter post-flight. The fact that the applicant did not demonstrate this conviction or opinion in the
country of origin, nor act upon it, does not itself mean that a fear of persecution is unfounded, as the
issue would not necessarily have arisen until then. The birth of a daughter may, in these
circumstances, give rise to a sur place claim. If it is held that the opposition or fear of FGM is a mere
artifice for the purpose of creating grounds for asserting a fear of persecution, a stringent evaluation of
the well-foundedness of the fear is warranted. In the event that the claim is found to be self-serving, but

the claimant nonetheless has a well-founded fear of persecution, international protection is required.”?®

Protection Guidelines fra UK Home Office

UK Home Office offentliggjorde i april 2014 guidelines vedrgrende asylansggere fra Somalia; Country
Information and Guidance: Somalia (2014). Her fremgar det at, “Female Genital Mutilation (FGM) is
almost universally practiced throughout Somalia and a very strong cultural belief persists in its practice.
Women who have not undergone the procedure and who can demonstrate that they are at risk of FGM
and could not escape the risk by internal relocation should be granted asylum on the basis of their

membership of a particular social group.”®

“Where both [parents] are opposed, the question of whether the risk will reach the requisite level will
need to be determined by reference to the extent to which the parents are likely to be able to withstand
the strong societal pressures. Unless the parents are from a socio-economic background that is likely
to distance them from mainstream social attitudes, or there is some other particular feature of their
case, the fact of parental opposition may well as a general matter be incapable of eliminating the real

risk to the daughter that others (particularly relatives) will at some point inflict FGM on her.”

7. Afggrelse fra Den Europaeiske Menneskerettighedsdomstol

Den Europeeiske Menneskerettighedsdomstol (EMD) har ikke taget stilling til risikoen for FGM i
Somalia. Men domstolen har forholdt sig til FGM bl.a. i sagen Collins and Akaziebie v. Sweden
(Application no. 23944/05). Sagen omhandlede en kvinde fra Delta State Nigeria, som frygtede at hun
og hendes datter ville blive udsat for FGM ved en tilbagevenden. Sagen blev afvist ved domstolen,
bl.a. med henvisning til at ansggeren ville kunne tage ophold i andre dele af Nigeria, hvor FGM er
mindre udbredt. Men domstolen understregede, at (i)t is not in dispute that subjecting a woman to

female genital mutilation amounts to ill-treatment contrary to Article 3 of the Convention®.

8. Dansk praksis

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Omgarelsesprocenten i Flygtningenaevnet er 33%. Naevnet har saledes meddelt asyl i 4 sager, heraf er
3 sager dog afvist med henvisning til, at Italien kan tjene som farste asylland (87.3) for disse flygtninge,
da de har haft opholdstilladelse i Italien, men rejste videre grundet seerdeles vanskelige vilkar for
asylansggere og flygtninge i Italien.

"Ansggeren har farst for Flygtningenaevnet forklaret om, at hun ved en tilbagevenden til Somalia vil
blive presset af sin moder til at lade sine dgtre omskeere. P4 denne baggrund finder
Flygtningenaevnets flertal, at ansggeren ikke har sandsynliggjort, at hendes dgtre vil veere udsat for

konkret og individuel forfglgelse ved en tilbagevenden”.

Frygten for pigeomskeering beror alene pa formodning

"(f)lygtningenaevnet bemeerker, at den mandlige ansgger ikke fremstar som analfabet”.

9. Udsendelse

Ifalge Rigspolitiet har det "gennem en arreekke — pa baggrund af den politiske og sikkerhedsmeessige
situation i Somalia — ikke vaeret muligt tvangsmaessigt at udsende til andre omrader

i Somalia end Somaliland.”" Enkelte frivillige udsendelser har fundet sted de seneste &r.
