Information 6nskas om rekrytering till den vapnade gruppen Usbath al-Ansar.

Svar

Alternativa stavningar forekommer pa Usbath al-Ansar; exempelvis Osbat al-Ansar
och Asbat al-Ansar. Gruppen har sin bas i Ain al-Hilweh, Libanons storsta
palestinska flyktinglager.

2013 uppgav Washington Post att stodet for Usbath al-Ansar har 6kat i Ain al-
Hilweh.
More dangerous for Lebanon, he [the political
representative for Hamas in the camp] said, is that
“sympathies and support” have increased in the camp
[Ain Helweh] for hard-line Islamist forces, including Osbat
al-Ansar, which is also on the U.S. terror list, and the
closely linked Harakat Islamiya al-Mujahidda.

NOW!? (2010) redogdér for motstridig information om huruvida Usbath al-Ansar har
lyckats 6ka antalet medlemmar i Ain al-Hilweh. En kalla uppgav att gruppen
varvade personer fran Irak, Pakistan och Afghanistan. Dessutom har flera
medlemmar fran Jund al-Sham rekryterats, uppger en kalla. (Jamfér med vad
Combating Terrorism Center uppger nedan.) Samma kalla fornekar dock att
antalet medlemmar har 6kat.

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They [Usbath al-Ansar] seem to rely also on a growing
number of followers, who are very well trained, many of
whom have been trained in Irag and more recently
Pakistan and Afghanistan,” he said [en ej namngiven
militarofficer].

But the Palestinian Islamist denies that Osbat al-Ansar is
gaining more followers, estimating that the group has
only around 200 members. He said, though, that many
hardcore members of Jund al-Sham, an Islamic
movement that was dismantled a few years ago, joined
Osbat al-Ansar.

Enligt Combating Terrorism Center? (2010), en akademisk institution verksam vid
United States Military Academy (West Point), har Usbath al-Ansar vid olika
tillfallen forsokt kontrollera den vapnade gruppen Jund al-Sham genom att
erbjuda dess medlemmar medlemskap i Usbath al-Ansar. Dessa rekryteringsforsok
har dock inte varit sa framgangsrika.

On several occasions, Asbat al-Ansar tried to contain Jund

al-Sham by offering membership to its fighters, but with

little success.[38] Jund al-Sham accused Asbat al-Ansar of

compromising its own Islamist credentials by cooperating

with the “apostate” Lebanese authorities for material

political fortunes.

Knudsen (2005) skriver om olika kallor som Usbath al-Ansar rekryterar
fran.
Currently, Osbat al-Ansar draws its members from three
different sources: the clansmen of Abu Mohjen,
Palestinians from various Lebanese refugee camps, and
fighters belonging to the Dinniyeh group.

Child Soldiers International uppgav 2007 att Usbath al-Ansar gav barn i

flyktinglagret Ain al-Hilweh militarutbildning.
“A number of armed political groups operated in the
refugee camps, including Fatah, the Popular Front for the
Liberation of Palestine (PFLP) and PFLP-General
Command (PFLP-GC), the Democratic Front for the
Liberation of Palestine, Hamas and Islamic Jihad. Children
reportedly participated in internal Palestinian clashes,
mainly to harass and intimidate members of other
groups. Children as young as ten were also reported to be
taking part in military training. In April 2007 militias linked
to Fatah and the radical Sunni group, Asbat al-Ansar,
carried out military training for children in the Ain Helwah
refugee camp.”

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Norska Landinfo (2008) skriver generellt om forutsattningar for t.ex.

islamistgrupper att rekrytera i palestinska flyktinglager i Libanon:
Landinfos samtalepartnere under tjenestereisen, var
samstemte i at ingen av de palestinske fraksjonene i
Libanon driver tvangsrekruttering. Det er imidlertid store
grupper av arbeidsledig ungdom i leirene med fa
fremtidsutsikter. Disse ungdommene tyr ofte til
kriminalitet, eller de lar seg verve til en av de palestinske
fraksjonene og gjennomgar vapenopplaering. Det er for
tiden szerlig de islamistiske organisasjonene som er i
stand til a betale ut Ignninger til nye medlemmer og som
derfor klarer a rekruttere ungdom i stgrst omfang. Dette
skaper nye sikkerhetsutfordringer i de palestinske
flyktningleirene. (s. 19)

UN Security Council (2014) uppger samtidigt att (ddvarande) Nusra-fronten har
rekryterat medlemmar frdn Usbath al-Ansar.
A large number of members of Al-Qaida in Iraq as well as
members of Al-Qaida itself joined Al-Nusrah Front.
Further recruits came from Asbat al-Ansar (QDe.007).

Vart att notera ar att Usbath al-Ansar verkar ha andrat inriktning och de senaste
aren blivit mindre valdsbenaget. Darmed har man ocksa tappat medlemmar som
gatt till mer radikala och valdsbejakande grupperingar. (Al-Monitor 2017) Denna
information pekar i samma riktning som det UN Security Council (2014) uppger
ovan).

Interestingly, older jihadi organizations such as Osbat al-

Ansar have increasingly taken on the role of mediators.

Osbat al-Ansar has gradually abandoned its violent

behavior over the last few years. The organization has

been crippled by its loss of followers to more extreme

groups like al-Shabab al-Muslim. Since then, Osbat al-

Ansar has attempted to manage disputes with the more

radical Jund al-Sham and Fatah al-Islam.
