Skydd mot kriminella strukturer i Vitryssland
Fraga:

Jag soker landmaterial som belyser méjligheten fér en
person i Vitryssland att vanda sig till rattsvardande
myndigheter for att fa skydd mot kriminella strukturer som
hotar personen till livet.

Svar:

Andre ambassadsekreterare och migrationsansvarig pa
ambassaden i Minsk kontaktade IOMs direktdr i Minsk och
fick féljande information. Citatet &r fran ett mail skickat
(2010-11-22) av andre ambassadsekreteraren.

I personens fall vilken fr&gan géller maste man forst
klargdra: Behdver personen skydd fran polisen eller
fran domstolen?

Fran polisen:

Om han inte gjorde sig skyldigt till nagot brott utan
séker bara hjalp fran polisen for att ett kriminalt géng
jagar honom, da far han skydd frén polisen.

Om han var delaktig i brotten och sen séker asyl
utomlands d& &r han inte beréttigad till asylstatus enligt
Konventionen. Emellertid finns det undantag
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Fran domstolen:
Om han var som ett vittne i en domstolsrattegang da
far han hjalp fran domstolen.

P& websidan “The national legal internet portal of the
republic of Belarus” (informationskanal fér lag/lagandringar
upprattat pa intiativ av president A. Lukasjenko) finns en
artikel dar det stdr att den 8 maj 2009 skrev presidenten
under “Law on State Protection”. Lagen tradde i kraft 10
dagar efter dess officiella publicerande. Lagen definierar det
lagliga och organisatoriska skydd staten ger till dess hdgsta
dignitarer.

According to the law the state protection is to be given
to the President, the Prime Minister, and Chairmen of
both chambers of the National Assembly of the Republic
of Belarus, as well as to other persons designated by
the President.

I en annan artikel fran samma hemsida star att “The House
of Representatives of the National Assembly of Belarus” har
antagit en 6verenskommelse om skydd av personer som
deltar i 8tal mot kriminella. Overenskommelsen géller
brottsbekampning i Commonwealth of Independent States
(CIS-landerna) och skrevs under i november 2006.

The agreement is applied when protection provided by
the challenging state is insufficient to ensure proper
protection.

The agreement specifies forms of cooperation for the
protection of protected persons. In particular, they can
be granted protective custody in the challenged state
(the one offering protection), resettlement to the
challenged state, replacement of personal identification
documents, issuance of individual protection means,
protection of home, property, protection of confidential
information about the protected persons, changes of his
job or educational establishment. The measures can
only be applied if agreed by the protected person or his
legal representatives.

The agreement regulates rights and obligations of the
protected person. The agreement charges the



challenging state with financing the protective
measures.

International Commission of Jurists skriver:

The Constitution guarantees citizens the right to seek
court protection. However, this right is conditioned by
payment of huge state duty and some categories of
citizens are deprived of this right. Thus, labour disputes
involving citizens whose positions are included in the
personnel register of the President are not subject to
court proceedings. The register includes all the heads of
ministries and agencies, their deputies and other
governmental officers.

Vitryssland har skrivit under FN konventionen mot
transnationell organiserad brottslighet
(http://www.legislationline.org/countries/country/42).
I artikel 24, om skydd av vittnen, star att ldsa:

Each State Party shall take appropriate measures within
its means to provide effective protection from potential
retaliation or intimidation for witnesses in criminal
proceedings who give testimony concerning offences
covered by this Convention and, as appropriate, for
their relatives and other persons close to them.

US department of State skriver angdende korruption:

The constitution provides for an independent judiciary;
however, the government did not respect judicial
independence in practice. Corruption, inefficiency, and
political interference were prevalent in the judiciary.

Petty corruption among police was widespread. [...]
Impunity remained a serious problem. While individuals
have the right to report police abuse to the prosecutor,
the government often did not investigate abuses by the
security forces or hold perpetrators accountable.

US department of State skriver ocksa om skydd for personer
som fallit offer for trafficking.

Presidential decrees have eliminated criminal
responsibility for illegal acts committed by victims,
defined the status of victims, and mandated measures
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to provide protection, medical care, and social
rehabilitation, but only on the condition that victims
cooperated in an investigation and prosecution. Reports
indicated antitrafficking agencies often pressured
victims to cooperate in investigations.
