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Udlaendingeservice har i lgbet af 2011 modtaget et antal iranske kurdiske asylan-
spgere, som tidligere har opholdt sig i det kurdiske selvstyromrade i Irak (KRI) og
som til stgtte for deres asylmotiv har anfgrt, at de ikke har beveaegelsesfrihed i
KRI. En af disse asylansggere har videre anfgrt, at myndighederne i KRI har ind-
fgrt en ny lovi 2011, ifglge hvilken iranske kurdiske flygtninge ikke laengere har
mulighed for at rejse frit indenfor KRIs graenser. | nogle af sagerne har asylansg-
gerne forevist en ny type ID-kort (se bilag), udstedt i 2011 af myndighederne i
KRI, og som ifglge asylansggerne er et led i implementeringen af denne lov, idet
indehavere af kortet ikke har mulighed for at bevaege sig frit i KRI.

Ovennavnte oplysninger om bevaegelsesfrihed i KRI har imidlertid vaeret i uover-
ensstemmelse med USs fact finding rapport fra juni 2011 og det norske temano-
tat fra september 2010 om de iranske kurdiske flygtninges situation i Nordirak.

Udlaendingeservice skriver i sin fact finding rapport om de iranske kurdiske flygt-
ninge i KRI fra juni 2011:

”Public Aid Organization (PAQO)/Protection and Assistance Center (PAC), Erbil,
explained that [...] UNHCR has issued a UNHCR certificate to all Iranian refugees
in KRI by which the refugees are free to travel throughout Irag. The majority of
the Iranian refugees who previously lived in Al-Tashs Refugee Camp have rela-
tives in Al-Rumadi whom they sometimes visit by carrying the UNHCR certificate.

[According to the Kawa camp representatives] refugees holding UNHCR refugee
registration cards can travel throughout Iraq [...]

Freedom of movement

Edrees N. Salih (Qandil) had not heard of limitations in freedom of movement for
Iranian refugees within KRI.

The spokesmen for Iranian refugees in Barika Refugee Camp explained that the
refugees can travel throughout KRI but not to the rest of Iraq. If they had had an
ordinary Iraqi ID card they would be able to travel throughout Iraqg. It was added
that the refugees cannot even go to Baghdad for medical treatment and they
cannot travel abroad, except when they contract a smuggler in human beings.
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This is the only option if they wish to go abroad.

Regarding freedom of movement the Kawa camp representatives explained that
the refugees can travel throughout KRI if they bring along their KRG ID card. The
camp representatives complained that the refugees are trapped in Kawa Refugee
Camp in the sense that they, according to law, cannot move to another location
in KRI and settle there. They may travel freely in Erbil Governorate and in the rest
of KRI, but not to South/Central (S/C) Iraq or abroad.”

Den norske Landinfo skriver i sit temanotat ”Iransk-kurdiske flyktninger i Nord-
Irak”, som er udarbejdet pa baggrund af en fact finding mission til KRl i april
2010:

“BEVEGELSESFRIHET

Ifglge United States Committee for Refugees and Immigrants (2008) har iranske
flyktninger ID-kort som tillater dem a bevege seg fritt i KRG-regionen. De ma
imidlertid ha tillatelse fra KRG for a dra til andre deler av Irak.

Helseminister Hawramy bekreftet opplysningene om bevegelsesfrihet. Iranske
borgere [i KRI] trenger ikke spesiell tillatelse hvis de krysser provinsgrensene for
a fa medisinsk behandling. Men hvis iranere for eksempel velger a reise fra Su-
leimaniya til Erbil via Kirkuk ma de ha tillatelse. De vil ogsa matte gjennomga
grundige undersgkelser ved kontrollposter langs veiene inn i KRG-regionen.

Ifglge Qandil ma iranske borgere i KRG-regionen vaere bosatt i provinsen hvor de
er registrert. Ellers har de generell bevegelsesfrihet. Pa spgrsmal om utflytting
fra leirene svarte Qandil at det skjer, ellers hadde leirene for lengst vaert overfylt.
For eksempel har en del kurdere fra KDPIs leire etablert seg i Erbil.

P3a baggrund af ovennavnte oplysninger fra de iranske kurdiske asylansggere (se
side 1) har Dokumentationskontoret i august-september 2011 indhentet supple-
rende oplysninger om de iranske kurdiske flygtninges bevaegelsesfrihed i KRl hos
PAO og Civil Development Organisation (CDO), som er UNHCRs implemente-
ringspartnere (Protection and Assistance Center) i henholdsvis Erbil og Suleima-
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niah i KRI'. Som menneskerettigheds-NGO’er med et solidt socialt netvaerk og
som implementeringspartnere for UNHCR er bade PAO og CDO i teet kontakt
med de iranske kurdiske flygtninge i henholdsvis Erbil og Suleimaniyah og yder
praktisk hjeelp med hensyn til registreringen af flygtningene hos de kurdiske
myndigheder, samt deres boszetning og daglige liv i flygtningelejrene.

Dokumentationskontoret har sdledes anmodet PAO og CDO om at besvare fgl-
gende to spgrgsmal:
e Har myndighederne i KRI begraenset de iranske kurdiske flygtninges be-
vaegelsesfrihed i 20117?
e Er der forskel mellem de nye ID-kort fra 2011 og de gamle ditto for sa vidt
angar flygtningenes bevaegelsesfrihed i KRI?

| forbindelse hermed fremsendte Dokumentationskontoret en anonymiseret kopi
af et af de nye ID-kort fra Suleimaniyah-governorat til PAO og CDO (se bilag).

Ved mail af 18. august 201 har CDO oplyst fglgende:

“We checked in the Residency Department, [the forwarded ID card] is a new ver-
sion of residency card, the RD is using it since 3 months instead of the old one,
it's for the non-Iragis who have to renew their residency every 6 month (usually
the refugees who have residency), the holder of this card has the right of move-
met in KRG and has the right of residency in Sulaymaniyah only.”

Ved mail af 11. september 2011 har PAO oplyst fglgende:

“When asked whether a new law has been passed in 2011 according to which
the Iranian Kurdish refugees in the Kurdistan Region of Iraq (KRI) should be in
possession of a special ID card or a special permission to move around in KRI,
PAO stated that [...] until now the residency card is the only governmental
document that the refugees have to carry for travelling from one place to an-
other within KRI. [Besides] all refugees and asylum seekers (those who registered
with UNHCR) have UNHCR certificate, which might be helpful for many issues like
getting job, travelling in the local areas, although some time the security forces
do not accept this certificate.

However PAO added that new regulations have entered into force in KRI during
2011 with regard to issuing new residency cards. Firstly the Directorate of Resi-
dency in KRI, which is under Ministry of Interior, has started refusing to issue
residency cards to newly arrived asylum seekers who are even registered with
UNHCR if they have entered KRl illegally. Besides the KRG authorities have

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started issuing work type residency permits instead of political residency cards to
new asylum seekers. As PAO explained this may increase the risk of refoulement
of the newly arrived Iranian Kurdish asylum seekers as there are rumours that
the KRG authorities are planning to revoke some of the issued work permits in
September 2011 and deport the holders. These new regulations have been ex-
plained orally to PAO by the Directorate of Residency. However, the Directorate
has so far not submitted these regulations in writing.”.
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
