Denna rapport dr framtagen som en del i projektet “Utveckling av
asylprovningen av ensamkommande barn”, som &r finansierat av
Europeiska flyktingfonden (ERF) tillsammans med Migrationsverket.

Detta dokument har sammanstéllts i dialog med Migrationsverkets
landinformationsenhet, men landinformationsenhetens personal dr inte
ansvariga for dess innehall eller utseende. Inte heller har
landinformationsenhetens personal nagot ansvar for att granska eller
uppdatera vare sig information eller Internetlinkar som férekommer i
rapporten.

Denna sammanstéllning inte ansprak pé att vara uttdmmande och bor inte
tillmétas exklusivt bevisvirde i samband med avgdrandet av ett enskilt
arende. Informationen i rapporten aterspeglar inte Migrationsverkets
officiella stindpunkt i en viss frdga och det finns ingen avsikt att genom
sammanstillningen gora politiska stéllningstaganden.

Citat 4r markerade och killa angiven, detta sa att ldsaren kan ga till
originalkélla fOr att ldsa den citerade texten i sitt sammanhang. Saledes
rekommenderas att ifall 14saren vill anvénda sig av ett textavsnitt s gar
denne till originalkallan.

Motstridiga uppgifter kan forekomma da denna dversikt presenterar utdrag
fran en méingd kéllor med olika agenda och tillkomstdatum, siledes far

ldsaren sjélv ta stallning till dessa eventuella motstridigheter i varje enskilt
fall.

Avslutningsvis skall ndgot sdgas om hur rapporten behandlar begreppet
Irak. Sedan tidigt 90 tal har de tre nordliga provinserna i dagens Irak:
Dahok, Erbil och Suleymania utdvat viss grad av sjélvstyre till skillnad fran
ovriga provinser. Tidigare anvédndes begreppet den autonoma zonen, men
numera gar de tre provinserna under namnet Kurdistan Regional
Government (KRG). Utdver dessa 3 provinser bestar Irak av 15 provinser.
Denna rapport har valt att behandla ta upp barnspecifik och barnrelaterad
information som rér bdde KRG och 6vriga Irak. Ndgon sérskild uppdelning,
i form av rubriker eller kapitel, har inte gjorts for att pa sa satt lyfta fram
information som rér KRG. Dock kommer information som ror de olika
provinserna specifikt, att lyftas fram nar behov finns, 1 6vrigt hinvisas
lasaren att sjalv fordjupas sig i ursprungskéllan for att & fram detaljer kring
det som rdr de olika provinserna specifikt.
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1 Introduktion till rapporten

1.1 Hur rapporten ar tankt att anvandas

Detta dokument &r avsett att ge handldggande personal, och andra l4sare, en
oversiktlig bild dver barns situation i Irak utifrin ett antal tematiska
rubriker. Varje tema &r relativt kortfattat. Under varje tema aterfinns
rubriken DOKUMENT | LIFOS OCH ANDRA KALLOR. Utifran det tema som
géller har korta referat eller direkta citat hamtats fran fran en rad olika kéallor
som de flesta aterfinns i Lifos. Tanken &r ldsaren skall kinna igen sig genom
att kéllorna placerats i en viss dterkommande ordning. Dock &r det inte s att
samtliga killor alltid redovisas, istéllet gors ett urval utifran hur vél
innehallet passar in pa det tema som tas upp, samt i vilken omfattning
dokumentet berdr temat. Eftersom det ror sig om s& minga killor sd har det
varit ogorligt att alltid redovisa samtliga av dessa. Ett medvetet val har dock
varit att konsekvent redovisa de storre och pa Migrationsverket vanligt
anvinda kéllorna.

Liasaren kan givetvis ndja sig med vad som star i denna rapport om detta
upplevs som tillrdckligt, men tanken ar att detta dokument skall fungera som
ett verktyg som dirigerar ldsaren till de rapporter och hemsidor som kan
vara ldmpliga utifran vilket tema ldsaren dr intresserad av. Nér ldsaren vél
valt tema och ldst den Gversiktliga texten s& bor det ofta vara lampligt att ta
del av de kéllor som hénvisas till dd informationen dér dr mer fyllig,
detaljrik och sitts i ett storre sammanhang. Dessutom redovisar
originalkéllan 1 sin tur till var dess information hdmtats ifrén. Det bor hér
papekas att det &r ett medvetet val att inte stOpa samman all information och
skapa ndgot eget mer eget och analyserande material (L&s mer om
avgransningar under 1.2)

Avsikten med den andra rubriken LANKAR TILL YTTERLIGARE
INFORMATION som aterkommer under respektive tema &r att ge tips om var
man pa Internet kan hitta ytterligare information rérande detta tema. Har
handlar det ofta om att hitta uppdaterad information, exempelvis om
sdkerhetssituationen pa en plats. Det kan ocksa handla om att forsoka finna
specifika detaljer som det manga génger inte dr rimligt att redovisa i de
rapporter som ges ut. Via dessa hemsidor ges ibland ocksa mdjlighet till
bilder, kartor, diagram och annat som kan hjélpa till att belysa ett omrade.
P& hemsidorna ges det ocksa ofta tillgang till dagsfarska uppgifter, statistik,
nyhetsbrev och kontaktuppgifter.

Avslutningsvis skall sidgas att ytterligare ett anvindningsomrade med denna
rapport ar att den skall kunna tjanstgdra som en slags checklista och ett stod
att ha bredvid sig under handldggningens géng. Detta dé rapporten lyfter
fram en lang rad barnspecifika och barnrelaterade aspekter som kan bli
aktuella under en utredning av ett ensamkommande barn likvil som vid
utredning av barn i familj.
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1.2 Metod, avgransningar, rapportens struktur
1.2.1 Barnspecifik och barnrelaterad landinformation

I denna rapport har avsikten varit att lyfta fram tva typer av
landinformation: dels barnspecifik landinformation, alltsa saidant som
specifikt ror barn just for att de dr barn. Som exempel kan ndmnas bruk av
barnsoldater, konsstympning av unga flickor, barnarbete och sa vidare. Dels
barnrelaterad landinformation, med detta avses i denna rapport saidana
omstindigheter som paverkar barn indirekt. Som exempel kan nimnas den
allménna sikerhetssituationen liksom den humanitéra situationen sdsom
bland annat tillgdng pa mat, vatten, utbildning och sjukvard. Tolkningen av
barnrelaterad landinformation kan givetvis bli vildigt vid, da ju barn ar en
integrerad del av samhillet och néra kopplade till vuxenvirlden. I denna
rapport har dock fokus legat pa att forsoka hitta de killor som inriktar sig pa
barn och lyfta fram dessa. Utover det har denna rapport ocksa forsokt
uppmérksamma 6vrig rapportering som i sig har ett mer allmént fokus men
som tar upp barn, antingen under egna avsnitt och rubriker, eller endast
16pande 1 texten. Som tredje kategori kéllor tar denna rapport 1 viss
utstrackning dven upp sddant som berdr den allména sikerhetssituationen
liksom den humanitira situationen, &ven om barn inte specifikt tas upp.

Tanken vid utformandet av denna rapport har varit att vid eventuella
uppdateringar framdver sé skall mer allmin information successivt bytas ut
mot sddan information som mer uttalat berdr barn. For att exemplifiera detta
kan ldsaren ténka sig att endast uppgiften om att ett sjukhus finns pé en viss
ort men iget om dess kapacitet att varda barn, och att denna uppgift tas med
i rapporten. Ifall ny information tillkommer vid senare tillfdlle som
beskriver ett barnsjukhus pad samma ort pa ett detaljerat sitt, kan sidan
information ersitta den mer allminna som forst hade tagits med. P4 sé sétt
kan mer allméin information sa att sdga successivt fasas ut allt eftersom och
ersittas med information som ror barn pa ett uttalat séitt. Dock ingér det i
rapportens uppligg att redovisa olika rapporterings uppgifter, dirav foljer
naturligt att en del information dr mer detaljerad och en del dr mer ytlig och
kortfattad. Genom att beakta helheten och véga ihop de olika
uppgiftslimnarna sa ges forhoppningsvis ldsaren en kunskap som kan
anvindas i det dagliga arbetet.

Nér det géller synen pd vad som dr”’Landinformation” sé dr det ndgot som
sitter 1 betraktarens 6ga. Ifall en handldggare anser sig behova information
av nagot slag som ror den asylsdkande och dennes ursprung i ett land eller
kultur, sd bor detta kunna ses som landinformation. Det kan rora allt fran
sma detaljer till stora skeenden, allt som kan gora att handlaggaren ar battre
rustad for att utfora sitt arbete bor kunna ses som landinformation.I denna
rapport har dirfor ett brett perspektiv pa landinformation som ror barn
anlagts, det vill sdga de yttre faktorerna som péverkar barnet har ocksé fatt
ett visst utrymme, forutom det rent barnspecifika.
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1.2.2 Tillgang pa kallor, urval, disposition, avgransningar

Att diskutera tillgdng pa landinformation kriaver egentligen en definition av
sjdlva begreppet landinformation, men utan att gi in pa en for djup
diskussion om detta, kan konstateras att det mesta som ror ett land eller dess
befolkning kan kallas for landinformation i dess vidare bemirkelse. Sedan
kan olika personer och yrkeskategorier ha vildigt precisa uppfattningar om
vilken information som eftersoks vid olika tillfdllen. Utgangspunkten ar i
denna rapport att det alltid finns ett stort antal kéllor till landinformation, sa
aven ndr det géller Irak. Det faktum att Irak under flera ar praglats av
vépnade attacker och brist pd fungerande samhillsfunktioner, har emellertid
medfort att internationell media, akademiker, frivilligorganisationer och
andra internationella aktorer haft svart att vistas i landet. Detta har medfort
att informationsflodet till viss del forsvarats. Likasa har de irakiska
“informationsproducenterna” paverkats av den problematiska inhemska
situationen som gjort det svart for media, akademiker, myndigheter,
frivilligorganisationer med flera att producera tillforlitlig information, som i
sin tur skulle kunna né ut till omvérlden. Detta sammantaget innebér séledes
en forsvérad situation for den som vill inhdmta aktuell och pélitlig
landinformation rérande Irak. A andra sidan har den amerikanska nérvaron i
landet varit betydande under lang tid, detsamma géller nirvaro av en stor
mangd internationella organsiationer. Detta sammantaget innebar att det
finns en rad aktdrer som haft anldning till och intresse av att producera
rapporter och uppdaterad information av olika slag. Det finns alltsa en hel
del skrivet om situationen i Irak da landet varit praglat av konflikt och
humanitéra problem under en lang tidsperiod. Nér det specifikt giller
situationen inom KRG-omradet si har den storre stabiliteten
sdkerhetsmissigt de senaste dren mdjliggjort samhéllsutveckling pa ett annat
sdtt dn 1 Ovriga Irak och ett stort internationellt engagemang i omradet har
kunnat utvecklas.

Nar det géller urvalet av kidllor sa har arbetet med att ssmmanstélla denna
rapport tagit sin utgangspunkt i befintlig landrapportering som finns i
Migrationsverkets landinformationsdatabas, Lifos. Denna innehaller en
omfattande samling rapporter, beslut, domar och andra dokument som hela
tiden uppdaterats och gallras. I de fall, vilket &r en 6vervidgande majoritet,
saddana dokument anvénts i denna rapport sa har Lifosnummer angetts i
kéllhdanvisningen. Utover dokument i Lifos, har &ven ett antal dokument och
hemsidor pa Internet anvants som kéllor. I dessa fall har relevant
Internetadress samt datum dé informationen hamtades angivits. En
avgriansning nir det giller informtionsinhdmtning har dock varit att inte
gora konkreta forfragningar, vare sig till kompetens som kan finnas i
Sverige eller utomlands, exempelvis 1 Irak. Det skulle kunna rora sig
personer myndigheter, organsiationer, journalister eller personer inom
forskarvirlden. Att genom nitverk kunna gora forfrdgningar av olika slag ar
givetvis en mojlig vag att ga for att nd den information man soker. Dock
kréver detta att kontakter upparbetas och att informationsdverforing
formaliseras 1 viss man, da ju avsikten ar att information skall kunna
anvindas vid myndighetsutdvning. Ytterligare en avgransning &r att
akademiska databaser rérande forskningsartiklar med mera inte anvints.
Sokning vi nétet har gatt vi de stora portaler som finns pad omrédet.

Som ndmnts ovan sd dr barnrelaterad information ett mycket omfattande
amne och det dr svart att gora ett Overgripande dokument som ocksé pa
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samma ging blir fordjupande och detaljrikt. Eftersom efterfragan pa
information ifrdn handldggande personal ofta dr kopplat till ett specifikt
drende sa stills ofta specifika krav pa den landinformation som eftersoks.
Att tillgodose ett sddant behov blir ett 6verméktigt uppdrag for ett sddant
hir dokument. Istéllet har en avgransning gjorts till att dokumentet enbart
skall hénvia ldsaren till barnspecifik och barnrelaterad information som
aterfinns 1 andra dokument. De ménga sakforhdllanden som alla refererade
kéllor tar upp analyseras inte i raporten. Det dr inte sé att skeenden
utvérderas, risknivaer bedoms, hiandelser verifieras eller att
levnadsforhédllanden analysears av rapporten som sadan. Det &r istéllet en
sammanstdllning av vad andra kéllor séger, och rapporten har avsikten att
vara sd neutral som mdjligt. Fokus har varit pé att lyfta fram sddant som
sdgs 1 rapporterna som kan berora barn, om det som sédgs dr positivt eller
negativt har rapportforfattaren inte inte haft ndgon &sikt om och saledes inte
vérderat eller analyserat. Men givevis har rapporten tillkommit genom att ett
visst urval av killor gjorts och sedan har ocksé ett urval for vad som skall
refereras eller citeras ocksa gjorts. Eftersom varje tema beror nagra sidor
och antalet refererade rapporter &r stort sa blir det lite text fran varje och
dérmed svart att plocka ut ndgot signifikant. Men rapporten gor inte ansprak
pa att tolka rapportens helhet utan citat och referat ar utvalda med ett
objektivt forhallningssétt for att just exemplifiera. Sedan &r det upp till
lasaren att ta del av originalkéllan for att vara séker pa att denne anvander
informationen pé ett sétt som &r riktigt och réttssakert.

En avgriansning har varit det val av barnspecifika och barnrelaterade teman
som utgor rubriker i denna rapport. Antalet tematiska rubriker och deras
innehall skall sidledes ses som ndgot som kan foréndras over tid beroende pé
vilka foreteelser som &r aktuella. Det dr ocksé sa att manga rubriker ligger
nira varandra, sa det dr inte helt enkelt att placera informationen under rétt
rubrik. Séledes innebér det att viss information kan sta pa flera stillen i
rapporten medan det ocksa kan vara sd att viss information saknas under en
rubrik for att istdllet dterfinnas under ena annan. Utgédngspunkten har dock
varit att repetera informationen ifall det varit svart att sortera pa ritt rubrik.

1.2.3 Nagot om kéllornas aktualitet och kvalitet

Nir det giller informationens héllbarhet i tid kan konstateras ju farskare
desto bittre ofta giller, men var gridnsen gar ér svart att sdga. Denna rapport
ger sig inte pa att virdera killornas aktualitet, det far lasaren sjdlv gora
utifrén det syfte han har med den information denne efterfragar. Vissa kéllor
kan séldes vara flera ar gamla men dndé& ha mycket att erbjuda ldsaen. Dock
har efterstrivats att hitta sa farsk rapportering som mojligt. Hur gammal en
informationskaélla dr givetvis av intresse, men det &r inte s& enkelt att endast
den férskaste kéllan ar intressant. Behovet hos ldsaren méste fa styra. For att
bedoma sékerhetsldget pa en specifik plats ar givetvis mycket farsk
raportering av stor vikt. Men dr det sé att man vill fa en bra bild av hur
samhéllsfunktioner, seder och bruk fungerar i ett land, kan till exempel en
flera &r gammal rapport vara mycket anvéndbar utifrin sitt omfang eller
detaljniva, vilket kanske inte nyare rapportering har. Likasé kan det ofta
vara bra att ha kunskap om hur ett &mnesomrade utvecklats dver tid, detta
for att fa forstielse for de berittelser och pastdenden som framkommer i
utredningssituationen. Sdledes kan det vara nyttigt att ta del av information
som stracker sig lite ver tid, &ven om fokus ligger pa kéllor som ar relativt
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néra i tid. Inte heller den kvalitetsméssiga biten ger sig denna rapport pa att
angripa, det vill siga vilka kéllor som skulle ge den mest réttvisande och
korrekta bilden av ndgon foreteelse i Irak. Detta dr en mycket delikat och
svar bedomning som inte ligger inom ramen for detta projekt. De flesta
kéllorna &r publicerade i Lifos och har da “granskats” i nigon méin. Denna
rapport Overlater dock at 14saren att 1 det enskilda fallet viardera de kéllor
som hénvisas till i detta dokument. Det skall poédngteras att det &r viktigt att
lasaren tar sig tid att lasa lite om hur de olika rapporterna (som denna
rapport hinvisar till) fatt fram sina uppgifter, dels via deras
kallhdnvisningar, men ocksa i den 16pande texten.Det bor papekas att det
inte dr ovanligt att olika rapporter hdnvisar till samma ursprungskilla, sa
dven om en informationssokning rérande en héndelse ger manga “traffar” s
kan dessa hénvisa till en eller ett fatal kéllor. Det krévs en hel del kéllkritiskt
arbete och god sokteknik for att hantera den omfattande information som
faktiskt finns. Det dr ocksa viktigt att pdpeka att kéllor ibland redovisar
motstridiga uppgifter, vilket i denna rapport inte diskuteras narmare da
avsikten dr att endast lyfta fram avsnitt 1 killor som berdr ett sdrskilt tema,
sedan dr det ldsarens uppgift att fundera dver vilka killor som gar att
anvinda utifran ldsarens behov.

1.2.4 Rapportens fortlevnad, uppdateringar m.m.

Eftersom dokumentet tillkommit inom ramen for ett projekt sa ar det inte
kopplat till landinformationsenheten, Rapporten publiceras pd Lifos men om
dokumentet kommer att uppdateras dr osdkert, atminstone finns inga sddana
krav pa landinformationsenhetens personal. Tanken med ett sddant hér
dokument &r dock att det skall vara ett levande sddant. Genom att rubriker
och disposition ligger ndgorlunda fast sa finns det en stomme att hélla sig
till, eftersom dldre kéllor gétts igenom sa ar tanken att ett sddant dokument
kan uppdateras allt eftersom det publiceras nya killor, pd samma sitt tas
sadan kéllor bot som man med tiden finner féraldrade eller felaktiga.
Detsamma giller lankar till olika hemsidor for vidare informationssdkning.
Ytterligare en tanke &r att brukarna av dokumentet skulle kunna vara en
integrerad del av det pé sé sitt att de kommunicerar med lde som ansvarar
for uppdateringen, nér de anser att dokumentet &r felaktigt, bristfalligt eller
nir brukarna kommit dver nadgon intressant rapport elller hemsida, som
skulle kunna laggas in i dokumentet. P4 sé sitt skulle detta dokument kunna
hallas levande och ddrmed anvédndarvénligt. Tanken &r ocksa att mojlighet
att efterhand bygga ut rapporten med ytterligare teman och rubriker,
alternativt ta bort eller sl& ithop sddana, skall finnas. Dessutom finns
mojligheten att tillfora bilagor som kan vara vildigt specifika, t.ex. en lista
pa barnhem runt om i landet med beskrivande data och kontaktuppgifter,
utdrag fran lagtext som ror nagot barnspecifikt omrade, lista pa tillgdnglig
barnspecifik sjukvard och sé vidare. Eftersom rapporten greppar om sa
manga aspekter dr det inte svart att 1ata volymen svilla, sérskilt inte om man
avser exemplifiera med utforliga citat frdn andra rapporter. Men detta ar
givetvis nagot att ha olika &sikter om. En tanke &r att rapporten skulle kunna
vara digitaliserad med de olika teman som flikar eller mappar. Genom en
sadan variant skulle lasaren kunna ha mdjligheten att klicka sig in i ritt tema
och endast ta del av detta, men ocksa ha mdjligheten att skriva ut all
information som en enda rapport om si dnskas.
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1.3 Oversikt och forklaring till anvanda kallor
1.3.1 Inledande rérande kéllorna

Nedan har en grov indelning i form av sex kategorier gjorts for de kéllor
som anvints 1 denna rapport.

e Migrationsmyndigheter och statliga organ (svenska och utldndska)
e FN och andra mellanstatliga samarbetsorgan

e Rapportering fran fact-findingresor

e Frivilligorganisationer (nationella och internationella NGO’s)

e Akademiska skrifter och forskningsrapporter

e Migrationsverkets beslut, Migrationséverdomstolens domar

Visserligen gar dessa kategorier nadgot in i varandra men det ar ett medvetet
val att dela upp dem for att forsoka askadliggora killmaterialet béttre.

I de kommande punkterna 1.3.2 till 1.3.7. s placeras nagra av de viktigare
kallor som anvonds i denna rapport in under dessa sex kategorier. Avsikten
med detta &r att gora ldsaren lite mer bekant med kéllmaterialet och pa sa
sdtt kinna sig tryggare i att sjdlv ga vidare i att 1dsa mer efter att ha fatt
hénvisning dit. Samtliga kéllor som férekommer i rapporten redovisas inte
pa detta sitt, dock har kdllor som &r av sdrskild vikt, har stor omfattning
eller som regelbundet uppdateras, lyfts fram.

Eftersom killhdnvisningar &r ndgot centralt nir det géller landinformation sé
skall det betonas att i denna rapport anvinds fotnoter vid samtliga citat, i
slutet av stycken, samt i vissa fall direkt i anslutning till en mening eller ord.
Genom att i respektive fotnot skriva ut fullstdndig kdllhdnvisning avser
rapporten underldtta for 14saren att direkt kunna koppla ihop ett pastdende
med den kélla man vill gé vidare till for att 1dsa mer i. [ den 16pande texten
redovisas konsekvent kdllans namn, ofta i form av forkortning, samt
utgivningsdatumet inom parentes, i samband med att textavsnitt eller referat
av kélla redovisas. Genom detta sitt att tydligt redovisa kélla betonas
rapportens karaktér av att inte analsysera och vérdera materialet utan istéllet
askadliggdra och exemplifiera information som uttrycks i andra rapporter.
Det dr ocksa med denna bakgrund som det omfattande citerandet skall ses,
syftet dr att l4saren genom sa utdrag ur texter skall f4 en uppfattning av och
en “kinsla” for vad respektive killa uttrycker.

Lésaren skall ocks& uppmirksammas pa att nir kéllan skrivs ut i den
16pande texten anvinds fet stil pd bade kéllan och rapportens
utgivningsdatum. Antingen skrivs hela kéllan ut sasom: Human Rights
Watch (2009-01-14) eller i de fall en vedertagen forkortning finns sa
andvinds denna for att spara utrymme, exempelvis HRW (2009-01-14). For
att del av titeln pa hianvisad rapport och vilket eventuellt Lifosnummer detta
har sa hanvisas séledes ldsaren till fotnoten nederst pé sidan. I fotnoten och i
kallgforteckningen langst bak sa skrivs alltid titeln med kursiv stil, sdsom
exempelvis World Report 2009. Om titeln anges i den l0pande texten sa
giller samma sak, dven hdnvisningar till kapitel, stycke, rubrik och sé vidare
kursiveras liksom direkta citat. I fotnoterna ges oftast sidhidnvisningar till
var informationen aterfinns for att ge ytterligare hjilp till lasaren.
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1.3.2 Migrationsmyndigheter och statliga organ (svenska och utlandska)

Utrikesdepartementet [UD] ger arligen ut en rapport om ménskliga
rattigheter. Rapporten Mdnskliga rdttigheter i Somalia 2007 gavs ut 1 mars
2008, dérefter har ingen rapport producerats under 2009. I denna 6versikt
forkortas denna UD (2008-03-27)*. UDs rapport har en sirskild rubrik som
ror barnens situation i landet: 15. Barns rdttigheter. Men rapporten innhaller
dven annan barnrelaterd information, exempelvis under rubrikerna /1.
Riitten till bdsta uppndeliga hdlsa och 12. Rdtten till utbildning. Det dr ocksa
viktigt att ndmna avsnittet /4. Kvinnors rdttigheter som till stor del handlar om
flickors situation.

Brittiska Country of Origin Information [COI] Service som ér en del av
UK Border Agency [UKBA] och som i sin tur lyder under under brittiska
Home Office [HO], publicerar regelbundet omfattande
landinformationsrapporter om Irak. Country of Origin Information Report.

The extent to which women
are able to claim their rights is therefore dependent on the attitude of the male
members of the family. Concretely, this means, for instance, that if a woman is in
conflict with her husband then her father, brothers and uncles will intervene on
her behalf.
