etniske grupper:

” According to local traditional and governmental authorities in Kinshasa all agree
that since Joseph Kabila was appointed as new president of the I?RC, the situation
of the ethnic group Babwa in Kinshasa is quiet. After investigations I would like
to confirm that a Babwa or any other ethnic group will be able to return to and
stay in Kinshasa or in other provinces wifilout being at risk of ethnic persecution
by the authorities or any other persons. This kind of ethnic persecution is
forbidden by the authorities. My Non-Governmental Organisation (NGO) has not
recorded the problem with the authorities in the DRC about persecution of the

ethnic group Babwa in Kinshasa”.
