Mojlighet for irakier av arabisk etnicitet att besdka
KRG-omradet

Fraga
Vilka mojligheter har en irakisk arab att f resa in i KRG-
omradet, t.ex. for att fa vard /mediciner dar?

Svar

Det finns relativt mycket rapportering om vilka krav som
stalls pa en person fran sodra eller centrala Irak for
bosattning i KRG-omradet, daremot ar informationen
begransad gallande krav for tillfalligt bes6k. Nedan
redovisas resultatet av sokningar i olika databaser: Lifos,
Ecoi.net, Refworld, Landinfo, BBC Monitoring, Iraq Updates
och olika sokningar pa 6ppna webben.

En representant for kurdiska underrattelsetjansten Asayeesh
uppgav i mars 2009, enligt en rapport fran brittiska Foreign
and Commonwealth Office FCO, att en irakisk medborgare
fran centrala eller sddra Irak kan uppehalla sig i KRG-
omradet, forutsatt att hans identitetshandlingar &r i ordning.
Ett tillstand for att vistas tio dagar i KRG-omradet utfardas,
och detta tillstdnd kan sedan forlangas. Aven en annan
myndighetsperson i KRG-omradet, ansvarig for
granskontroller, uppgav att alla irakier har fri tillgang till
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irakiska Kurdistan, forutsatt att de inte finns med pa en lista
over "misstankta personer” (Udleendingeservice m.fl 2009).
Samma kalla informerade om att det kravs intyg pa
huruvida besoket i KRG-omradet galler turism, arbete eller
bosattning, savida en person inte ska besoka nagon bekant.

Enligt en ej namngiven internationell organisation,
intervjuad av Udleendingeservice m.fl, finns det inga tydliga
regler for gransbevakningen. Behandlingen av araber som
onskas resa in i nagon av KRG-provinserna kan variera, och
alla araber slapps inte in.* Samma organisation berattade
att det ar enklare for araber att passera in i Dahuk och
Sulaymaniyah an i Erbil.

1. "“Abdullah Ali Muhammad [Asayeesh Security Director]
stated that Iraqi citizens from other parts of Iraq are free to
reside in the KR under normal Iraqgi law. One form of
identification is required to confirm a person's identity. If
police staffing checkpoints on the boundary of the KR are
satisfied with a person's identity they are granted
permission to enter the KR for ten days, after which they
need to register at one of eighteen centres across the KR,
where they can apply to stay longer. At present there are
over 13,000 families from outside the KR residing in Erbil.
The aim of the checks is to keep terrorists out of the KR.

! Kommentar frén landinformationsenheten: De araber som inte slapps in kan vara
misstanka personer eller de som inte uppfyller kraven for inresa och/eller vistelse i KRG.
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"An international organisation (A) in Erbil stated that the
[entry] conditions for Arabs is more relaxed in Dahuk and
Sulaymaniyah Governorates than in Erbil Governorate, but
an Arab must still have someone to prove his identity if he
carries cargo into one of these provinces from outside.
Arabs are at risk of facing more delays than Kurds when
passing the checkpoints into Erbil. Generally, Arabs face
more difficulties travelling through KRI compared to Kurds.
While a Kurd may easily pass the checkpoints between the
Governorates, an Arab will have to spend more time. Arabs
get a different treatment than Kurds. The international
organisation (A) in Erbil explained that an Arab who is well
connected will be able to pass the checkpoints more easily."

"According to Kaiwan [M. Kaiwan, Responsible for KRG
checkpoints, Agency of Kurdistan Protection [and] Security,
Ministry of Interior], all Iraqis have free access to KRI unless
they are on the suspect list. Although all who enters have to
pass the checkpoints, there is no proper investigation taking
place there apart from checking if their names are on the
list of suspects. It would have taken too much time to do
the thorough security check at the checkpoint itself. Only
persons who are suspects of terrorism or other serious
crime are on the list. Everyone else may pass.” (s.12)
“Concerning entry to the KRI from the disputed areas or S/C
Irag, Kaiwan, the person responsible for checkpoints in the
KRG, explained that all persons who enter KRI are going
through body search and search of the car for security
reasons. Unless you are just entering to visit someone,
everyone has to apply for either a tourism, working or
residence permit.” (s.13)

"An international organisation (A) in Erbil explained that
there is no policy of management of the checkpoints. It was
mentioned that the treatment Arabs get depends very much
on the mood of the guard. Kurds, however, may always
pass without problems. The international organisation (A) in
Erbil, added that some Arabs have to return at the
checkpoint. They are not allowed to pass. When asked
whether it is arbitrary treatment for Arabs at the
checkpoints, the international organisation (A) said that it
wasn’t really like that. But the problem is that there is no
firm policy on who may pass or not. There is different
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treatment of Kurds and Arabs, but it is difficult to state
exactly what the difference consists of." (s.14)
