Killed and destroyed by the international coalition air raids 

The total number of victims SHRC was able to document in Syria on Wednesday 3-10-
3018, reached 3 persons including: a child and (1) who died under torture. 

In the province of Deir ez-Zor  2 persons were killed, the first who was a girl by air raids of 
the international coalition which targeted the town of Sousse, and the other in the 
explosion of a mine left by ISIS in the town of  al-Basirah. 

A person from Homs province also died under torture in a prison of the regime forces. 

The Syrian Human Rights Committee documented the names of the following victims: 

1- Hassan Yousef Al-Matar / Deir ez-Zor / Following the explosion of a landmine left by 
ISIS in the town of al-Basirah. 

2 – the girl/ t daughter of Hamad Musa Al-Shehab / Deir ez-Zor / as a result of raids by the 
International coalition, which targeted the town of Sousse 

3 – Mohammed Jumblatt / Homs – Baba Amr / under torture in a prison of the regime 
forces

The total number of victims SHRC was able to document in Syria on Thursday 4-10-2018, 
reached 9 people including two children and one woman. 

In the province of Raqqa  (4) people were killed in the explosion of a landmine in the city of 
Raqqa. 

In the province of Deir ez-Zor 3 persons were killed when  a mortar shell hit their house in 
the town of Hajin. 

A person also died in the Rif Dimashq by a landmine explosion. 

A person  was killed by an explosive device while he was driving his car  in the town of 
Asqat in Idlib province. 

The Syrian Human Rights Committee documented the names of the following victims: 

1 – Mohammed al-Sheikh / Rif Dimashq / by the explosion of a landmine in the town of 
Zakiya 
2 – Akrama Hanano / Idlib / in the explosion of an explosive device in his car in the town of 
Asqat 
3 – Said al-Sufrani / Raqqa / by a landmine explosion in the city of Raqqa 
4 – The wife of Khaled Al-Hajaj / Deir ez-Zor –  due to the fall of a mortar shell on her 
house 
5 – 6  Two daughters of Khaled Al-Hajaj / Deir ez-Zor – due to the fall of a mortar shell 
landed on her house

Child killed by Tahrir Sham HTS , (Nusra or Qaeda) 

The total number of victims SHRC was able to document in Syria on Friday 5-10-2018, 
reached 4 people including 3 children. 

In the province of Aleppo, 4 people (2) were killed during the storming of the Sham 
Liberation group of Kafr Halab and one by the group while targeting the demonstrators in 
the town. One person was also shot dead by the clashes between the Ahrar al-Sham 
movement and al-Ahfad group of the armed opposition factions in the village of al-
Sukkariya in the city of Bab. 

The Syrian-Syrian Human Rights Committee documented the names of the following 
victims: 

1 – Mu’taz Fahad Al-Ibrahim / Aleppo countryside – Kafar-Halb / As a result of the 
targeting of the Sham Liberation group the demonstrators in the town 

2 – Child Reem Assaf / Aleppo countryside – Kafr –Halab / Shot by the Sham Liberation 
when they stormed the town 

3 – the girl Mary Abdel Raouf Mustafa / Aleppo countryside – Sukkaria / shot by clashes 
between the movement of Ahrar Cham and Al-Ahfad in the village of Sukariya of the city of 
the door.

Women are being killed in Syria 

The total number of victims SHRC was able to document in Syria on Saturday, 6-10-2018, 
reached two persons, one of them a lady. 

In the province of Hama, a woman was killed when a landmine exploded at the olive 
pickers’ workshop in a land east of Khufasin village. 

One person was also killed by unknown group in the Idlib province, his body was found 
near the village of Kafr Amim.

PYD Kurdish militia detain and torture civilians to death 

The total number of victims SHRC was able to document in Syria on Sunday 7-10-2018, 
reached 6 persons including one child and one person who died under torture. 

In the province of Idlib  (2) person were killed, one in the explosion of an explosive device 
in the village of Zarzour and the other shot by the Turkish gendarmerie. 

In Al-Hasakah province, 2 people died, one of them in a landmine explosion in the city of 
Ras al-Ayn and the other under torture in the prisons of the PYD militia. 

In the province of Aleppo  also one “person” was assassinated by unknown group in the 
town of Jazaria. 

A “person” in the province of Deir ez-Zor also died in a bomb explosion in a scrap car in 
the town of al-Shuhail. 

The Syrian Human Rights Committee documented the names of the following victims: 

1) Muhammad Sa’adu al-Dahim / Hasaka / under torture in the prisons of the BYD militia in 
the town of Tal Hamis. 

2 – Abdul Rahman Mustafa Assaad / Hasaka – Ras Al Ain / in a landmine explosion in the 
city 

3 – Abdul Rahman Abdul Qadir / Idlib – Jisr Al-Shagur / shot by Turkish gendarmerie. 

4 – Abdul Aziz al-Jafal / Aleppo countryside – Albwaida / killed by unknown.

The total number of victims documented by SHRC in Syria today were four people, 
including two children and a lady. 

Three people were killed in Homs in the al-Burkan camp due to lack of medical care and 
the blockade of the camp by regime forces who are denying the camp access to food 
items. Two children died due to lack of baby milk and the refusal of the Unicef health point 
to take them in, in addition to a lady in her sixties who had abdominal swelling and whom 
the unicef point also refused to take in. 

In Deir Az-Zor, one person died when a landmine exploded in the countryside of Darnaj 
town. 

The names of the victims are: 

1- (Child) Manaf al-Hamoud/ Homs- al-Burkan camp/ Died due to lack of health care and 
baby milk in the Burkan camp 

2- (Child) Huda Mustafa Rislan / Homs- al-Burkan camp/ Died due to lack of health care 
and baby milk in the Burkan camp 

3- Khalid ‘Aklah al-Dawas/ Deir Az-Zor- Dhiban/ Died of a landmine in Darnaj 

4- Fayzah Ahmed/ Homs- Tadmur/ Died after the medical point in the camp refused to 
take her in when she was suffering from abdominal swelling

SHRC documented one victim only in Syria today. Hamd al-Khalaf al-Abd al-Musa was 
deliberately killed at the hands of militia in the province of Deir Az-Zor, following their 
arrest of him, accusing him of carrying out the explosion that took place in the town of al-
Shaheel. This is despite the fact that eye witnesses said that he had been passing close to 
the carriage that exploded at the time of the explosion and that his leg came apart during 
the incident.

The total number of victims documented by SHRC in Syria today were four people. 

Three were killed in the province of Idlib, among them one who was killed by bullet fire 
from a faction of the Sham Liberation when they raided a home in the town of al-Tah. 
Another person was killed when a land mine left behind by Syrian regime forces exploded 
in the town of Kafraya, and another killed when a an explosive device targeted his car on 
the Kafraya route. One person was also killed in Deir Az-Zor when a mortar rocket was 
fired by ISIS onto the town of al-Bahrah in the rural east of the province. 

The following victims were identified: 

1- Ahmed Omar (Director of the Central Operations Unit in the Idlib Health Directorate) / 
Idlib/ Killed when an explosive device targeted his car on the Kafraya route 

2- Nader Za’tour/ Idlib- Kafranbel/ Killed by a land mine planted by Syrian regime forces in 
Kafraya 

3- Salih al-Aboud al-Mohammed al-Rafish/ Deir Az-Zor- Al-Kashkiya/ Killed when a mortar 
rocket launched by ISIS hit at-Bahrah

SHRC documented 11 victims in Syria today, including two children and one person that 
died under torture. 

Eight were killed in the province of Deir ez-Zor, including four that were killed by Global 
Alliance bombing on the town of ash-Sha’fa, two that perished in a motorcycle explosion 
(the motorcycle was parked near the arch of the Suweidan Jazeera municipality), and two 
that were killed by bullet fire from an unknown source in the villages of al-Tayanah and 
Dhiban. 

Two were killed in the Aleppo province, one of whom died in the explosion of an explosive 
device in the city of al-Atarib whilst the other died under torture in a Syrian regime prison. 
One person also died in the province of Idlib when he was targeted by a guided missile 
whilst riding his motorcycle on the Ain Qaree’ Deir al-Sharqi route, south of Ma’arat al-
Noman. 

The following victims were identified: 

1- Adil Hussein al-Ali / Deir Az-Zor / Killed by bullet fire from an unknown source in al-
Tayanah 

2- Abdul Hameed al-‘Azu / Idlib / Was targeted by a guided missile whilst riding his 
motorcycle on the Ain Qaree’ Deir al-Sharqi route 

3- Ibrahim Ahmed Abdul Razaq / Rural Aleppo- al-Atarib / 14 years / Killed in an explosion 
planted by an unknown source in the city 

4- Hussein Hussein Ma’moush / Aleppo/ Died under torture in a Syrian regime prison

Anadan city after being bombed and shelled by both the Russian and Syrian regime 
forces  

The total number of victims SHRC was able to document in Syria on Friday, 10-12-2018, 
reached 3 persons including two children and (1) died under torture. 

In the province of Aleppo (two children) were killed by cluster bombs from the remnants of 
the Russian bombing and the regime forces on al-Muhandiseen countryside and the city of 
Anadan. 

In al-Hasakah province one person died under torture in the prisons of the regime forces. 

The Syrian Human Rights Committee documented the names of the following victims: 

1 – child / Amer Hamza Medlj / Aleppo – Andan / died by a cluster bomb from the 
remnants of former Russian shelling of the region 
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2 –Hussein Ali Adab / Aleppo -Mushirfeh – died by a cluster bomb explosion remnants of 
the bombing of the regime forces on the countryside of al-Muhandiseen while he was 
grazing sheep. 

3 – Salman Al-Wawi Al-Batran / Hasaka – Jabal Abdul Aziz / under torture in the prisons of 
the regime after the arrest of more than three years

al-Ghariya al-Sharkia – Daraa province being attacked by Russian and regime forces  

The total number of victims SHRC  was able to document in Syria on Saturday 
13/10/2018, reached 4 persons including two children. 

In the province of Aleppo, a child was killed by clashes between elements of two factions 
in the camp of Sojo in the countryside of Azaz north of the province. 

In the province of Deir ez-Zor, a person died in the bombing of an international coalition 
aircraft targeted the town of Sousseh in the countryside of the eastern province. 

One person in Idlib province was found dead and his body found in front of a private 
school in Khan Sheikhoun. 
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A child in Daraa province also died in a landmine explosion left by the regime’s forces in 
the town of al-Ghariya al-Sharkiya. 

  

The Syrian Human Rights Committee documented the names of the following victims: 

1 – Mustafa Mohammed Najjar / Aleppo countryside / clashes that took place in the camp 
of Sojo north of Aleppo between the elements of “Shoaaitat” and “Alasasneh.” 

2 – Teacher/  Wael Najjar / Idlib – Khan Sheikhoun / His body was found in front of a 
private school door on the outskirts of the south western side of the city. 

3 – Abdullah Saleh Haji Mohammed al-Muhaimad / Deir ez-Zor – Sousseh / as a result of 
the bombing of the international coalition aircraft on the town. 

4- Child / Zidane Mowaffaq Ghonaim / Daraa – al-Ghariya al-Sharkiya / due to the 
explosion of a landmine left by the regime forces in the region.
